Duration: 2 semesters

The First Year Degree has been designed for students who wish to study one of the following University of Portsmouth degree courses:

· BSc (Hons) Building Surveying
As a Building Surveying student, you will study and work with students of other surveying and civil engineering courses in a multi-disciplinary approach which reflects working relationships in industry.
· BSc (Hons) Property Development
From refurbishing a small house to overseeing multi-million pound development schemes, property development is a fast-paced and demanding industry. The risks are high, but so too are the potential rewards. This course is solid grounding to find success as a property professional.
· BSc (Hons) Quantity Surveying
This innovative course brings together the entrepreneurial skills of the property developer with the professional acumen of the quantity surveyor.


Course information

One credit is equivalent to 10 hours of learning. This programme is comprised of 120 credit points, equivalent to 1200 notional hours.
This programme is taught across two semesters full-time. Both the delivery and assessment of the programme is in English. The mode of delivery is integrated delivery model. 
For ICP taught modules; a thirty percent sample of each assessment is second marked by a subject specialist within the College. Link tutors from the University of Portsmouth and University appointed external examiners are invited to review these samples. For UoP taught modules; this will adhere to the University regulations. Please refer to individual course pages on the University of Portsmouth’s website for course content. 

A minimum overall pass mark of 40% (Grade D) achieved in all modules with the exception of Study Skills for Engineers which requires a minimum pass mark of 65 (Grade C).

On top of the modules taught at the University of Portsmouth, students will be required to study the following modules over two semesters:
